SKILLS TRAINING & BUSINESS LOAN SCHEME  

 
Thanks to ABILIS,  a support donor based in Finland,  for giving a grant to  Hope 

Centre during 2011 and 2012 to train  40 disabled youth in Gulmi. 
With this fund we have started  mobile phone repair training for 10 members.   
We will also soon  start honey training and production, mushroom farming, 

sewing and craft training, and give loans so that small businesses can be set up, 
such as pig and goat farming , ginger-growing and any other small business that 

is proposed by  needy Hope members.  
These micro-credit loans are to be repaid over 6 months, so that another group of 

disabled members can use that revolving fund to become economically 
independent. 

 

           
 

          An ABILIS  loan of 15000 rupees has been approved for this poor Gulmi family with two 
disabled children. The mother will buy 2 female goats ( which are pregnant with two kids)  for 
7500 rupees eachéand soon should have 6 goats and a small business!  
         One child had torticollis, or twisted neck, which needed correction and wearing of a collar 
for a month at least during day time. Hope funded the travel, physiotherapy and accommodation 
costs while this family was in Tamghas.  The husband died last year while working  in India. 

     The other child was malnourished so Hope has funded an egg for both children each day 
when they return to their village.
